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Abstract: The new media technology, i.e., internet brought up a digital generation, which not
only excites but also worries their parents. Keeping this in mind this study has been undertaken
which aims to focus on parents' attitudes, Involvement and Influences toward their teen's use of
Internet. Data have been collected from 180 parents of JMS & DPS school of Hisar whose
children are above and under the age of 19 (specially 9, 10, 11 & 12 class students).

The results signify that the parents are fully associated with Internet. They agree on that, Internet
exposure increases the cognitive performance of their teens. They also understand the role of
Internet in sensitizing them about their obligations and responsibilities for personal and academic
development of teens’ point of view. But they state that, parental intervention for Internet
exposure ensures better personal and academic discipline in teens.

Our findings highlight the need for usage regulation and for guidance for parents in order to help
them direct their teens toward safe and responsible use of the internet.

Introduction: In the twenty-first century the use of internet is growing tremendously day in and
day out. New generations are usually quick learners and passionate adopters of the internet for
various goals such as communication, information gathering, entertainment or education.
Internet-use has increased, especially among children and adolescents (Johansson & Gotestam,
2004). Research has identified several motives for children’s Internet use, affinity with

computers, information, entertainment, boredom avoidance, online social interaction, and off-
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line social interaction (Valkenburg & Soeters, 2001). Researchers are now turning their attention
to the large number of children who have free access to the internet, and to the long hours they
spent on it (Cho & Cheon, 2005; Livingstone & Bober, 2005). According to Lenhart and Madden
(2007) about 93% of the teenagers in the USA use the internet, more than three-quarters (76%)
have internet access at home, and about 63% go online every day. About 73% of American teens
use social networking websites and this rate has grown consistently over the last years (Lenhart,
Purcell, Smith, & Zickuhr, 2010).

The internet gives lots of opportunities for learning, entertainment, enrichment, and personal
growth. As a result parents have a positive view of its use, and encourage their teens to do so. On
the other hand, parents are ambivalent to the internet, as they are aware of the potential risks it
carries by exposing uses to negative content such as pornography, violence, commercialism,
cyber bullying, unsupervised social relations and privacy and security issues (Ceyhan, 2011).
Parents are concerned about their children's social, cognitive, and psychological development,
and worry about possible effects such as increased aggression, antisocial behavior, addiction
problems, poor school performance, low self-esteem, and identity confusion (Cho & Cheon,
2005; Fleming & Rickwood, 2001; Lazarescu, 2010; Wartella et al., 2002). Although such
negative effects may impact the adult population as well, younger people may be more
susceptible (Finkelhor, Mitchell, & Wolak, 2000; Kim, 2007; Lenhart, 2005; Lim, Khoo, &
Williams, 2003).

According to the Livingstone (2003) children seem to be much less concerned and anxious than
their parents about possible future risks relating to the Internet. The research of Lim (2003)
concludes that children tend to feel more comfortable to contact strangers online, while parents
are more concerned about the risks that might accompany it. Livingstone and Bober (2005)
research conclude 18% of UK parents feel they lack the ability to help their child use the internet
safely, and about 80% of them wish for stricter regulation of online services, and better

information and advice for parents.

Liau (2008) finds that most parents do not exercise significant supervision over their children’s
activity on the web. Parents seem to be aware of such activity when the children first engage in

it, and supervision wants over time. However, most parents whose child has access to the internet
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claim that they share and/or support their child on the internet, a claim not embraced by their
children (Liau et al., 2008; Livingstone & Bober, 2005). The study of Lenhart & Madden (2007)
reveals the fact that parents instruct their kids on safe conduct on the internet (e.g., “Don’t give
personal information to strangers”), and they assume that their children follow their instructions.
However, surveys show that this is rarely the case, and children often divulge personal

information.

Some studies have shown that risky internet behavior is less likely to occur among adolescents
who tell their parents that they have received inappropriate content (Liau et al., 2008; Sook-Jung
& Young-Gil, 2007). Lee and Chea (2007) also found that "parental mediation of the Internet has
positive outcomes when parents are actively involved in their children’s Internet use through
processes such as recommending web sites and co-using. Sun, Unger, Palmer, Gallaher, Chou et
al., (2005) found that less parental monitoring was related to more internet use by children,
leading to the conclusion that "more research needs to be done to gain a better understanding of
parental awareness of adolescents’ Internet use as well as the amount and types of parental
monitoring with regards to internet use"” (Liau et al., 2008, p. 220).

As the demand of the Internet increase in the teens, the responsibility of the parents also
increased. Hence the aim of this study is to learn about parents' attitudes to their teen’s internet
activity, and their monitoring behavior of this new venue for social networking.

Objectives: The current study was designed to gain in-depth understanding of parents'
awareness attitudes, involvement and influences toward their teen's use of internet. More
specifically, the study focuses on three aspects:

(1) Parent’s attitude towards internet browsing.

(2) Parent’s involvement about the use of internet by their teens.

(3) Influence of internet exposure on parents.

Research methodology
Type of research: The research study used systematic survey research design-a methodology
which is popular in social sciences and communication and journalism fields. The study was

carried out in Hisar. Primary data were gathered from JMS & DPS school of Hisar which is in

the most popular & High standard schools in Hisar. For analysis the data SPSS (version 16.0)
was used. Respondents were 180 parents from JMS & DPS school of Hisar. About 65% were
highly educated (46% have a BA, 16% have an MA, and 3% have a Ph.D). All of the
respondents had a computer at home and about 67% had more than one computer. About 61% of
the respondents said the computer at home was either in the child's room or in another place
where the user has privacy.

Research design: The questionnaire that was used to develop especially for this research. To
know parents’ attitudes, involvement and influences toward their teen's use of internet.
Examining the items revealed that they represented three aspects (1) Parent’s attitude towards
internet browsing. (2) Parent’s involvement about the use of internet by their teens (3) Influence
of internet exposure on parents.

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A majority of 74.5 per cent parents stated that internet exposure has facilitated the
socialization among teens.

e 90.2 per cent parents opine that internet provided the benefit of exposure to teens.

e 82.7 per cent parents said that regulated internet exposure increases the cognitive

performance of teens.
e 87.6 per cent parents agree that parental intervention for internet exposure ensures better
personal and academic discipline in teens.

encouraged them to get actively involved in the education of teens.

e 86.3 per cent parents said that, it helps them to monitor the progress of their teens in
terms of social settings, associates and activities.

e 87.4 per cent parents stated that internet encouraged them to develop interaction with

their teens in order to make them grow into socially mature and beneficial individuals.
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e 81.7 per cent parents think that, internet pursue them to facilitate meaningful
advancement of competitive spirit in teens.

e 88.2 per cent parents said that, internet exposure encouraged them to facilitate personality
development in teens.

e 723 per cent parents agree on that internet encouraged them to become more
knowledgeable about the integrated development of teens.

e 70.4 per cent parents stated that internet facilitated them to learn the art of adolescents’
care.

e 76.6 per cent parents opine that internet chased them to treat the adolescents positively.

e 82.2 per cent parents said that internet encouraged them to provide stimulating
environment to the adolescents.

e 79.6 per cent parents think that internet buoyant them to understand the issues of personal
and academic development of teens.

e 69.7 per cent parents stated that internet exposure encouraged them to understand the
importance of parenting in adolescents’ development.

e 85.4 per cent parents said that internet encouraged them to provide necessary facilities,
recourses and opportunities for the development of teens.

Findings: Internet has become an important source of dissemination of information over a
period of time in modern society. The findings reveal that the parents are fully attached with
Internet. They agree on that, internet exposure increases the cognitive performance of their teens.
They also understood the role of internet in sensitizing them about their obligations and
responsibilities for personal and academic development of teens’ point of view. But they also
stated that, parental intervention for Internet exposure ensures better personal and academic
discipline in teens. The present investigation clearly emphasized that parents receive adequate

information services from the internet for own and their teens development.

Suggestions: Parents and guardians need to educate their teens about internet and the ways their
teens may use it, as well as the common risks, to help them understand and navigate the
technologies. Parents should tell their teens about cyber crime. For parents discussing media
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content with their teens can be an effective strategy to reduce the amount of personal information
disclosed—more so than prohibiting access, as teens often perceive monitoring as a violation of
their privacy. Parents should evaluate the sites on which their child wishes to participate to be
sure that the site is appropriate for that child's age. Applying strict rules for social media use is
not a solution; try to tell them about privacy settings.
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Relevance of philosophy of Rabindranath Tagore to present education system

Introduction: Rabindranath Tagore was a man of action. His educational thoughts were
considered ahead of the ages. Even today, Tagore’s educational ideas are ever- green in the field
of education. His educational centre is based upon the concept of freedom of mind. According to
Tagore, education is both idealistic as well as naturalistic. It is said that, “his idealism is a true
child of India’s own part and his philosophy is thoroughly Indian both in origin and
development’’. The great teacher of mankind, Sarvapalli Radhakrishnan delineated his views
that “the soul of ancient ideas of religion, philosophy and art”.

He had a great love for nature. This greatly influenced his educational idea and also his own
experiences at school. He had firm belief in the fundamental unity and interdependence of man
and nature. His ardent desire was that the child’s education should take place in womb of nature
or natural surroundings. The child has a high level of curiosity for investigating and dissecting
natural objects. The child perpetually wants to be a good friend to the nature. He prefers freedom
of work, play and his freedom should not be curbed. Tagore has himself expressed, “children
with the freshness of their senses come directly to the intimacy of the world that is the first gift
they have”.

Rabindranath Tagore’s educational thought is in harmony with all things. This harmony can be
said in relation to the three media-with nature. Man’s immediate surroundings and international
relationship. According to Tagore, “education is one which makes one’s life in harmony with
all existence.” Bring the child into the perfect tune should be the fundamental object of an
educational institution. Education should have relationship between the life and the world
forming a balance between the life and the world. He expressed that, “the highest education is

that which does not merely give us information but makes our life come in harmony with all
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existence.” He believed that, “education is a permanent part of the adventure of life, it is not
like a painful, hospital treatment for curing them of the congenial malady of their ignorance,
but is a function of the health, the natural expression of their mind’s vitality.” So he did not
emphasize for more classes for children to study, their un-interesting lesson, children love
freedom, they like to play in the open fields with their play mates. So Tagore advocated the “love
and action” principle. Through love and action only, perfect knowledge can be inculcated and
incorporated. Education should be correlated with life. To Tagore, “the chief problem of
education is correlation with human life. The education which ignores the ideals of human
welfare is not at all education. It should help the child to develop his personality and social well
being.”

The reaction of the experts towards Educational and Social ideas of Rabindranath Tagore and
their relevance to present education was measured by administering the reaction scale and open
ended questionnaire developed by the researcher. The opinions/judgments of experts were
collected with the help of Reaction scale. In order to find out the reaction of the experts towards

the present study, data was analyzed by computing statement wise percentage.

From the table , it is clear that 85-90% Of experts reacted favourably towards the various
statements of the reaction scale like aims of education, curriculum, role of teacher, co-curricular
activities, unity, harmony, humanity, freedom, international brotherhood etc. Educational ideas
of Tagore make the difficult concepts easy to understand. His social ideas are also acceptable in

present time for achieving free and fear education.
Statement wise results:

In respect of the first statement viz According to Tagore aims of education should be broad based
for earning livelihood, 30% of experts are strongly agree, 46% of the experts are agree with this
statement and only 14% of experts disagree with this statement. It means that education should
help children’s to earn their basic needs. There is great need of integral education for complete
living, the response to this statement is that 40% experts are strongly agree, 43% experts are
agree with this statement means that integral education is necessary for complete living. 86% of
the experts respond in favour of the statement viz there is a need of broad based curriculum

suggested by Tagore. According to Tagore, new skills and activities are added in the process of

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education, 90% of experts are agreed with this statement meaning that new skills and activities

helps children’s in adjustment to society and environment.

The education should be given through mother tongue according to Tagore; the response to this
statement is that 80% of the experts agree with this statement indicating that education given
through mother helps to understand different concepts easily. 36% of experts strongly agree,
34% of the experts agree, 30% experts are undecided and 0% are disagree with this statement viz
Tagore’s writings (books, poems, short stories etc) are useful for the society and education. It

indicates that Tagore’s writings are interesting and useful.

According to Tagore education should help in all round development of the child, 70% of experts
are strongly agree and 30% are agree with statement indicating that education should not only
based on subjects but new skills, crafts, activities be added in education. 86% of the experts
respond positively to the statement viz that education should be given in schools which helps
child in adjustment in the society, 10% experts are undecided and 4% are strongly disagree. It
shows that Tagore’s educational ideas helps in adjustment of students. According to Tagore,
freedom for child to develop interest, capacity and potential, 100% of the experts was in favour
to this statement meaning that freedom is necessary for child to shows hidden qualities and
choose his own field. Tagore’s educational ideas put great emphasis on the complete harmonious
development of individual means that education which develops physically, mentally, socially,

morally be given to students.

The responses to the statement that education should be correlated with life, 83% of experts
reacted favourably,10% are undecided and 7% are disagreed. It indicated that Tagore’s
educational ideas are necessary for healthy education. Tagore’s educational ideas can be applied
in the present system of education; the response to this statement was 82% experts agreed
meaning that educational ideas suggested by Tagore are fruitful for present education. 7% are
undecided and 10% experts are disagreed. Tagore’s view regarding curriculum can be applied in

present education, 90% experts agreed with this statement means that Tagore’s curriculum is
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interesting and acceptable n every institution. 7% experts are undecided and 3% are disagreed

with this statement.

Tagore’s educational ideas are relevant to the present education system, 83% of the experts agree
to this statement, 10% experts are undecided and 7% of the experts are disagreed with this
statement. It indicated that educational ideas of Tagore were relevant, is relevant and will remain
relevant forever. The response to the statement that According to Tagore, education which
ignores customs, traditions, manners, morals is not education, 80% of the experts agreed with
this statement meaning that education can help in social development, unity, morality, thinking,
cooperation. 10% are undecided and 10% are disagreed with this statement. Tagore’s educational
ideas can help to develop the modern education system, the response to this statement 87%
experts agreed with this statement means that educational ideas of Tagore can help in change and
development of modern education. 10% experts are undecided and 3% experts disagreed with

this statement.

A teacher should be a self- learner, only then he can teach successfully, the response to this
statement that 90% experts agreed, 10% experts are undecided and 0% disagreed with this
statement. It means teacher’s responsibility is more important. The response to the statement, a
teacher should be a true guide of the child, 63% experts are strongly agree, 37% are agree and
0% experts disagree with this statement. It indicates that a teacher should be well trained,
intelligent, and experienced. Tagore regarded the human race as one and there is reality in it. The
response to this statement was 77% experts agreed with this statement meaning that experts
prefer to unity, brotherhood, and oneness and intermingle the concept of different countries. 23%
experts remain undecided and 0% is disagreed with this statement. 87% experts are of the
opinion that Tagore is considered as the champion of internationalism. 13% are undecided and
0% 1s disagreed it means that Tagore’s concepts of humanism, international brotherhood, to
share the concepts between east and west are acceptable. Tagore believed that harmony is the

basic principle of life, the response to this statement was 86% experts agreed and 14% experts
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are undecided with this statement. It meant that equality, freedom, rights for everyone for living

a happy and prosperous life.

From the above results, it is evident that majority of experts had expressed a favourable reaction
towards different aspects of educational and social ideas of Tagore. So it may be said that the

educational and social ideas of Tagore was found more effective from the expert’s opinion.
Analysis with respect to objectives:

After analysis of the responses collected from experts through the reaction scale and open ended

questionnaire, the following Interpretations were drawn with using content analysis technique.
Objective number 1:

The first objective of the study was, “To study the social philosophy of Rabindranath

Tagore”.

Tagore, as an educationist, was a blend of idealism and humanism who wanted the development
of a true and total human being. He believes that ideas, mind help individuals to understand the
nature and world. Tagore was against social injustice like politics and economics. He was against
caste system and favours for the development of untouchables. He also stress for great place of
women in society and in every field. Unity was his basic tenet of life. It helps in progress,
prosperity and growth of nation. Tagore’s social philosophy helps the Indian societies for
spiritual development, self realization which he spreads through collection of poetry under the
famous name “Gitanjali.” Tagore has stressed humanism; he believes in international
brotherhood and practices his ideas of brotherhood in his school where all cultures of world are
present and students from different countries study under one nest. Tagore was a nationalist and
supports freedom for child to understand nature. He believes that children’s learn easily in
natural surroundings. He believes in welfare of all human beings irrespective of religion, region,
caste and color. Tagore said a total man is on who thinks of himself full and foremost as human
being. Such views of Tagore really will make educational system a socially healthy and full of
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harmony. His social philosophy helps to become free from social evils and strengths the unity.
So it was reflected from the expert’s views that social philosophy of Tagore was great and is

acceptable throughout the world.
Objective number 2:

The second objective of the study was “To study the educational philosophy of

Rabindranath Tagore”.

The educational ideas suggested by Tagore are essential for the development of an individual, for
earning the livelihood of an individual and for the betterment of society. The ideas of education,
aims of education, curriculum, methods and role of teacher were found progressive for education
system. Tagore believed in all round development of child i.e. physical, social, moral, spiritual
and aesthetic of the educand. Tagore has suggested education in natural setting and education
through nature. This education helps an individual to develop such qualities which will enable

him to adjust in the society.

Tagore has suggested different aims of education which include different aspects of life and
education according to the capacity of an individual. He suggests cognitive, affective and psycho
motor activities for the development of head, heart and hand. The educational ideas of Tagore
are much beneficial for the complete development of human personality. His main aim of
education was to get morally and spiritually developed. Curriculum must be related to the
problems of society and realities of life. In school curriculum different activities, subjects, crafts,
social activities are essential and there should be proper and balanced environment in school.
Tagore was a great gem of education. Idea such as a teacher should be a self learner really will
have major bearings on the educational policy. In education the freedom of a child is necessary
for overall development. Tagore founder of Shantiniketan and first noble prize winner for
literature deeply flourish the educational system of India by his fluent ideas. So from the expert’s
opinion, it was clear that educational ideas of Tagore are interesting and useful for every

educational system.
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Objective number 3:

The third objective of the study was, “to study the social relevance of Tagore’s ideas on the

bases of expert’s opinion to present education.”

Tagore’s social philosophy has great relevance in present education system, because Tagore’s
ideas are fit to present world where there is only materialism. Nobody cures for others feelings.
Education is only given to earn money not to become a good human being, who will bother for
other human beings. Besides nationalism, he has also stressed on internationalism. Guru Dev was
always concern regarding socialization. His education institution represented a way of thinking,
feeling and living both in society and in education. According to expert’s view point Tagore who
has given the message to mankind the message of unity of mankind, internationalism,
brotherhood of man and service to humanity, illiterates, sufferers and the backwards which
shows great social relevance of Tagore’s ideas to present education. The spiritual elements of
social philosophy of Tagore like inner thinking, self realization, simplicity which has also a great

social relevance for the Childs social development.

As Tagore wanted education to develop and nourish our beliefs, attitudes, emotions and
imaginations. These enable us to assess, evaluate and take up appropriate attitude towards our
experience on the milieu in which we live. Tagore emphasized on women education, religious
education, harmony with all, unity, love for untouchables and equal political and economic
rights. He suggests that education must be achieved through nature and children’s learn easily
with natural surroundings which are stressed in modern education. All these where the concepts
given by Tagore many years before but presently we are dealing with all these situations to
achieve the best result for education society and nation. He tried to make a synthesis between an
individual and social aim. He said that the education should have the bases of cosmopolition
where the people from various regions come together and interact with each other. His social
ideas reflect from his aims of education by stressing on culture of east, approaching to the West
and unification of mankind. So it is evident that there is social relevance of Tagore’s ideas to

present education.
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Objective no 4:

The last objective of the study is, “to study the educational relevance of Tagore’s ideas on

the bases of expert’s opinion to present education”.

Educational ideas of Tagore are broad based and are agreed in the present system of education,
as education through nature is interesting. Tagore’s views of education are not fixed to any one
particular development but overall development of a child. This will enable every child to
develop according to his potentialities. As Tagore pointed stress towards an educational system
which will help children to develop interest towards the studies and earn their livelihood.
Education must help the individual to develop his potentialities, values, ends and interest. About
the curriculum Tagore said that Education should be given in accordance with the aptitude and

potential. Every student should not uniformly study the same thing.

According to Tagore a good teacher is known by his inclinations to shape the future of the youth.
Tagore emphasizes that first concern of the student is good teacher as well as good school.
School must consider deeply about the different stages of development of individuality of
student. Teacher pleaded that school should provide an atmosphere to the student in which their
character may be built, sensibility may be generated, and feeling and social responsibility may be

developed in them.

As far as Tagore’s educational ideas are concerned, he tried to develop the harmony between the
various elements of Childs life. He said that education should be given through mother tongue
and through mutual training for spiritual aspects. Tagore suggests different aims, co-curricular
activities and broad based curriculum which help students to achieve education according to their
interest, potential and capacity. Tagore’s educational ideas have been agreed by educationists
and philosophers. The aesthetic activities and education co-related with life also shows the

relevance.

The present education system needs modifications such as integration of institutions with

geographical and social surroundings so that maximum opportunities should be provided to bring
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out the creative faculties of students. Education is meant to enlighten human life. To become
educated is to learn to become a person. Education is basically a social process which involves
how the student develops as an individual and in group relations. Its aim is to prepare the
individual for involvement in society, and it act as a vehicle by which the culture of group can be
transmitted and propagated. Tagore emphasized on functional education and learning a craft and
thus enable the child to realize his capacity for self- preservation through the trained experience
of his hands. Tagore’s educational ideals have been agreed by other educationists and many of

his innovations have now become part of general education.

The following opinions collected from experts also highlight the relevance of Tagore’s

educational ideas to present education system.

e Unity of East and West.

e Natural growth in natural circumstance.

e Discarded book-centered education.

e Independence to the learner.

e Adoption of real and practical teaching.

e Palace of fine arts (dance, drama, music, poetry etc)

e FEducation for rural reconstruction.

All the above mentioned view points of Rabindranath Tagore have relevance to the present
system of education as these view points are quite relevant to the present modern system of
education. He has touched almost every discipline of life which provides us guidelines and helps

us to understand the true meaning of life.
Conclusion:

Rabindranath Tagore, by his efforts and achievements is one of a global network of pioneering
educators, such as Rousseau, Pestalozzi, Froebel, Montessori and Dewey. Tagore did not neglect

the lesser aim of life and education, where the focus of colonial system of education was
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ultimately on employment. His intention was to correct this conception, without ignoring
science, technology and efforts on rural empowerment. Without these, it is impossible to revive
the poor conditions of people living in rural areas. Although Rabindranath Tagore was not
educated in any university, he was clearly a man of learning. He had his own original ideas about
education which led him to establish an educational institution named Vishva Bharati in
Shantiniketan with the intention of reopening the channel of communication between the East
and the West.

Rabindranath Tagore was really a great philosopher and an educationist. He inspired a number of
contemporary educationists as models for his followers not only in the field of education but also
in literature, arts, painting and drawing. He has given the message to mankind, the message of
unity of mankind, internationalism, brotherhood of man and service to humanity, illiterates,
sufferers and the backward. Rabindranath Tagore believed that all faculties of human beings like
intellectual, physical, moral, aesthetic should be nurtured, cultivated in a good education system.
In Tagore’s view, the higher aim of education was the same as that of a person’s life that is to

achieve fulfilment and completeness.

There was a lesser aim that of providing the individual with a satisfactory means of livelihood,
without which a person would not be able to satisfy his/her basic requirements and thus fail to
achieve either of these two aims. Tagore also imagined that the limitless development of man is
possible only in an environment free from any kind of bondage. In his view, education was not
intellectual development alone. It should also develop a student’s aesthetic nature and creativity.
The quest for knowledge and physical activity in an agreeable environment were integral parts of

the process. Freedom and creativity are linked in Tagore’s thought; one conditioning the other.

Tagore considered teachers to be very important in any scheme of education. He wanted teachers
to help young children to grow. He was very much concerned with women’s education and
wanted his students to think in terms of the whole of mankind. He wanted them to become
universal men and women and to overcome feelings of narrow nationalism in order that the

world could live and grow in peace and fellowship.
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The core of Tagore’s Educational philosophy was learning from nature, music and life. This is
the reason why his education is easily acceptable by human mind. The visionary in Tagore and
the great educationist in him solved the problem of today a century earlier. The problems of
modern education are attendance, use of other unfair means and indiscipline. Tagore solved these
problems in a ground way. Thus, Tagore’s educational system is a great achievement. It is
regretted that we did not try to apply the formulas suggested by Tagore. That is why his

Santiniketan, Visva Bharti and Sriniketan may said to constitute.

As one of the earliest educators to think in terms of the global village, Rabindranath Tagore’s
educational model has a unique sensitivity and aptness for education within multi-racial, multi-
lingual and multi-cultural situations. He absorbs and learns subconsciously at his own pace,
giving him a dynamic open model of education. Tagore was a practical idealist. His educational
ideals stressed upon freedom of expression along with spiritual necessity. He was also a
naturalist to the core. Education should prepare such a man who can adjust himself to his

environment. His educational thoughts can be linked with complete human life.

The educational ideas of Tagore were found progressive for the present education system. From
the expert’s opinion it was evident that Tagore’s view points of education are relevant to the
present system of education. According to Tagore education should aim at all round development
i,e physical, social, moral, spiritual and aesthetics of the educand. Education must lead to
creative development of child’s individuality in an atmosphere of understanding freedom and
love. According to Tagore a good teacher is known by his inculcations to shape the future of the
students. School must consider deeply about the different stages of development of individuality

of student.

It was clear from the experts response that all the above mentioned view points of Tagore has
relevance to the present system of education in respect of concept of education, aims of
education, curriculum, school, role of teacher, humanism, international brotherhood, unity and

harmony with all.

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Introduction: Micro, Small and Medium Enterprise has been one of the most important
traditions for economic development of India since independence. It is called an engine for
economic growth (Chen & Hamprik, 1995).In India; MSMEs are the second largest sector
employment and reduction poverty after agriculture. Now these enterprises have become major
contributors to the GDP, total employment and total export of India (UNECE, 2003).Indian
economy’s liberalization in 1991 also formed problems before these enterprises. MSMEs found
very problems to endure in the beginning, but the economic environment has changed in favor of
these enterprises in last decade. The Micro, Small and medium Enterprises Development Act of

2006 is conceivably vital of these recent policy changes.

In India, the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises are playing very crucial role in socio-
economic development of Indian economy on account of their intrinsic advantages like low
capital requirement, high employment level, delegation of industrial activity, proper utilization of
available resources, remove poverty, increase per capita income and standard of living (Gosh and
kwan, 1996; Kewanee 1996; B. dutt, 2003).MSMEs have a pride place in Indian economy. In
recent years the Micro, Small and medium Enterprises sector has constantly registered higher
growth rate compared to the on the whole industrial sector (Voley, Doss & Thein, 1999;
Swierczek.2003).According to the Fourth Census of MSME in India, the number of MSMEs was
estimated at 36.17 million (Annual Report 2012 — 13 GOI) implying about 80.52 million

persons. This sector contributes to about 44 per cent of the total exports of the country. In this
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regard, Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh called, “The key to our success in employment lies
in the success of manufacturing in the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises.” Thus Micro,
Small and Medium enterprises are playing pivotal role to attain the objective of national

economic growth with fairness.
Review of literature:

MALLI (1998) studied that MSMES have to face increasing competition in this present scenario of
globalization; they have to improve in the fields of management, marketing, diversification,
infrastructural development. The growth of new MSMEs is slow for compare to other enterprises
because they have to form planned agreement with entrepreneurs of nearest countries.

BALA SUBRAHMANYA (2004) highlighted the effect of globalization on Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises. The study declared that MSMEs had suffered in terms of growth,
employment, output and exports. The investigator recommended that the main spotlight must be
twisted to technology development and financial hold in order to make Indian industry more
viable and contribute to GDP and employment and poverty reduction.

BARGAL et al. (2009) explained the informal relationship among the three variables GDP,
output and export. The study found that the expansion and presentation of MSMEs have turn
down in the period of nineties vis-a-vis the pre-reform years. There is a nonexistence of informal
relationship connecting exports and productivity in small scale sector and GDP of Indian

economy.

DIXIT AND PANDEY (2011) applied co integration analysis to examine the informal
relationship connecting MSMES output, exports, employment and their fixed investment and
India’s GDP. The study reveled the positive casualty between MSMEs output and GDP.

VENKATESH AND MUTHIAH (2012) analyzed the presentation of Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSMES) in the industrial sector is rising speedily and they have become a push area

for potential development.
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Objectives of the study
1. To know the characteristic of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises in India.

2. To provide the understanding of the growth and performance of Micro, Small and Medium

Enterprises in Indian economy.
3. To depict the challenges faced by the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises in India.

Research methodology
The study is based on the secondary information data collected from various annual report,
economics survey of India ,SSI published by government of India and certain other important
books and journals. The collected data has been presented in tabular form and various
mathematical and statistical tools like percentage average and standard deviation, coefficient of
variance and compound growth rate have been used for data interpretation. The secondary data
Have been collected from 1991-92 to the 2011-12.
MEANS OF MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES (MSMEs)
In India, the enterprises have been classified in to two categories-

(1) Manufacturing.

(2) Engaged in rendering of recourses.
Both categories of enterprises have been further classified into micro, small and medium
enterprises based on their investment and machinery (for manufacturing enterprises)or an
equipments( in case of rendering services). The present ceiling on investment to be classified as

Challenges faced by Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprise are suffered with many severe challenges, which are

mainly depending on the level of economic and social development of the country. India as a
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developing country is not an exceptional one to the above condition. Though, there are unlimited
challenges connected with MSMEs, some of them are given below. They are:-

1. Lack of quality consciousness: The major challenges faced to MSMEs in lack of quality
consciousness. Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises pay less attention to total quality
programme and hence importance is less felt leading to quality problem. Many study
reports show that under utilization capacity leads to reduction in level of production in
small and medium enterprises sector in India.

2. No Benefit of Govt. Schemes: The MSMEs are dispersed and scattered at various places.
There production of labor made and no latest high Technology is done. Handloom, Power
loom, Handicraft, Khadi and cottage industries are together, the main point is that this
sector is unorgansied, it does not the benefit of govt. schemes.

3. Lack of industrial work culture: In this sector labors are unskilled and do not proper
work. Getting and continuing with trained workers and satisfying then is difficult. In
India many Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises are sick and some are shutdown. The
main reason is lack of quality and increasing competition.

4. Question of market: MSMEs are to face the dire question of market. So, though the
product is of the best quality, it fails to general market for the product many state’s
people have been working for 60 years in this sector but there has no increase in wages.
Hence they have to sell their product at a very low price.

5. Environment degradation: Colors, chemicals, dyes, inflammatory products, leather,
rubber etc are polluting the environment. So MSMEs have to take a non pollution
certification from their respective state govt. So these causes increased the production
cost.

6. Lack of funds: It is major challenges faced to MSMEs. As there is lack of funds, these
organizations can’t work for research and development. So appropriate changes as per the
demand at a large scale but cannot be made. They cannot use a large amount on
packaging and advertisements.
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7. Unfavorable fiscal policies: Globalization and the introduction of new fiscal policies had
are unfavorable of MSMEs. Street hawkers, sales man, workers taxes, raw material,
communication resources are in a poor condition because of globalization. In this fact
many MSMEs are closed.

8. Irregular power supply: These units don’t get a proper supply of power, raw materials,
water, roads, information etc. Also there is a lack of appropriate facilities for these units.

Conclusion:
In nutshell we can say that Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises have emerged as an engine of
growth in Indian economy. These enterprises are causative a lot in total production, employment
generation, increased GDP and total export in India. Still small businesses in India are facing a
number of challenges that lead to business failure. This study also establishes causes of small and
medium businesses are failure. To face the competition and to be economically viable, the
MSME sector needs to improve quality and productivity, reduce cost and research work. There is
a need today MSMEs is to influence on modern technologies to exploit human capability through
the process of increased communication, collaboration and linkages both within the enterprises
as well as crosswise enterprises and knowledge producing organizations.
